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The Hungarian Accreditation Committee is a national body of experts for the evaluation of the
quality of higher education, scientific research and artistic activity and the internal quality as-
surance systems at higher education institutions, and for providing its expertise in procedures
relating fo higher education institutions.

THE HAC OVER TWO DECADES

The HAC was established with Hungary's first higher education act in 1993, made possible by
a new political regime at the beginning of the decade. The establishment was based on a
consensus with higher education instfitutions and policy makers to cooperate for the sake of
the quality of higher education. For that purpose, the insfitutions voluntarily handed over a
part of their constitutional autonomy to an independent commission whose members were
delegated by the Rectors’ Conference, the Academy of Sciences and other stakeholder bod-
ies. Already In these early years of quality assurance in Europe, the HAC membership included
a non-voting student representative from the National Students’ Union and two foreign higher
education experts. The International Advisory Board, which continues to this day, was estalb-
lished in the first year.

The size of the membership has changed over time, from 30 to 29 to 18 to 20, as have the rules
and regulations — internal and external — that govern the HAC's activities. In 2012 it got its fifth
president. The general mission has remained fundamentally the same.

MissION

Based on its mandate set down in the Higher Education Act, the HAC's mission is to contribute
to advancing the quality of the social commitments of the Republic of Hungary as a member
of the European Union and of the institutions of higher education and intellectual training that
promote the welfare of its citizens, and to enhance the quality of their organizations, opera-
fion, expert groups and workshops. The general aim of the HAC is to safeguard the quality of
Hungarian higher education, to ensure its functioning in compliance with the requirements
proclaimed in laws and legislative provisions, and fo support the development of the quality
of higher education.



THE HIGHER EDUCATION SYSTEM

Pursuant to the Higher Education Act, the
core activities of higher education institu-
fions include education, academic re-
search, and artistic creation. The educa-
tional core activity of the higher education
institution extends to include the higher
education vocational training, the Bache-
lor programme, the Master programme,
the doctoral programme and the post-
graduate specialist training.

Universities or colleges (non-university
higher education institutions) qualify as
higher education institutions in Hungary.
Universities are higher education institu-
fions authorised to provide Master pro-
grammes in at least two fields of study and
offer doctoral programmes and award
doctoral degree in at least two fields of
study, provided that at least half of their
teaching and research staff employed di-
rectly or on a public service employment
basis have a doctoral degree, and the uni-
versity has at least three faculties, operates
students' study circles and is able to pro-
vide studies in foreign languages in some
of its programmes.

Universities are authorised to offer pro-
grammes in every educational cycle. Col-
leges can also operate in a faculty struc-
fure provided that at least one-third of
their teaching and research staff em-
ployed directly or on a public service em-
ployment basis have a doctoral degree.

Colleges are entitled to operate students'
study circles. Colleges are authorised to
provide Bachelor programmes, Master
programmes, single-cycle long pro-
grammes, in accordance with the provi-
sions of the government decree, as well as

fraining that do not result in a higher edu-
cation degree (higher education vocao-
fional training, post-graduate specialist
fraining).

State recognised institutions are listed in
the annex of the Higher Education Act.

The three-cycle degree sfructure, in ac-
cordance with the Bologna Declaration,
was introduced in September 2006. The
multi cycle system offers education af
Bachelor level (ISCED 6; 2011) that lasts 6-8
semesters, which can be followed by Mas-
ter level (ISCED 7; 2011) courses of a maxi-
mum of 4 semesters. Master courses built
upon a former obtained Master's degree
last 2 semesters. The third cycle provides
doctoral programmes (ISCED 8; 2011). Be-
sides multi cycle courses, there are a few
study fields where education remained un-
divided long cycle (10-12 semesters, 300-
360 ECTS credits, ISCED 7; 2011).

There are also post-graduate specialist
frainings for graduates holding a Bachelor
or Master degree, launched by higher ed-
ucation institutions, which do noft lead to
another degree.

In addition, there are (short-cycle)
higher education vocational trainings
(ISCED 5; 2011) of 4 to 5 terms provided
by higher education institutions, which
are conditional on the secondary
school leaving examination and result
in an advanced vocational qualifica-
fion. Part of the ECTS credits obtained
during this training must be recognised
in relevant Bachelor programmes, as
provided for in law.!

in five-year cycles

The average number of issues deliberated and decided by the HAC per year is about 300-400.
Of the ex ante programme accreditation applications, the HAC passes on average 50% neg-
ative decisions. For ex ante doctoral school applications, the average is 30%, and for university
professorship applications not supported by the HAC the average is 25%.

Expert Activity for Public Adminisiration Procedures

Applications are submitted to the Educational Authority, a central office under the supervision
of the Minister of Human Resources, which forwards them to the HAC requesting its expert
opinion.

Granting operating licenses for higher education institutions and reviewing operating licenses

On request of the Educational Authority, the HAC issues expert opinions for granting operating
licenses of higher education institutions and in procedures to review such operating licenses.

In the course of preparing its expert opinion, the HAC assesses education, scientific research
and artistic activities against standards set down in legislation and the HAC's assessment cri-
teria, taking into account the European Standards and Guidelines.

Granting operating licenses and reviewing education

Framework requirements for new bachelor and master programmes)

On request of the Educational Authority, the HAC issues expert opinions on applications for the
framework requirements, referred to in Hungary as education and outcome requirements, for
new bachelor or master programmes.

In developing its expert opinion, the HAC examines whether the proposed framework require-
ments for the new programme developed by the applicant institution comply with the legal
provisions. Moreover, the HAC examines whether the proposed framework requirements pro-
vide a suitable basis for designing a study programme that will ensure that students are able
to attain the knowledge and competences appropriate for the given level that will allow them
to advance to a higher qualification level or to obtain a scientific degree in the given field,
and that meet the needs of the job market.
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New bachelor and master programmes to be launched at an institution

On request of the Educational Authority, the HAC issues expert opinions in procedures for li-
censing or reviewing (or discontinuing) bachelor or master programmes at higher education
institutions.

In developing its expert opinion, the HAC examines whether the institution has worked out an
educational plan for the proposed programme in accordance with the legal framework and
the appropriate framework requirements. The HAC further examines whether the programme
or proposed programme ensures that students are able to attain the knowledge and compe-
tences appropriate for the given level that will allow them to advance to a higher qualification
level or obtfain a scienfific degree in the given field, and which meet the needs of the job
market. Moreover the HAC examines whether the institution’s staff and facilities ensure the
quality of education and research.

Hungarian higher education institutions launching off-site programmes abroad

On request of the Educational Authority, the HAC issues expert opinions in procedures for li-
censing or reviewing (or discontinuing) bachelor or master programmes offered by higher ed-
ucation institutions off site or in a foreign country.

In developing its expert opinion, the HAC examines the programme against its regular stand-
ards and criteria. In addition, it examines whether the site has the needed administration and
facilities.

Establishing and launching doctoral schools and doctoral education

On request of the Educational Authority, the HAC issues expert opinions in procedures for es-
tablishing doctoral schools.

Operating licenses for foreign higher education institutions in Hungary

On request of the Educational Authority, the HAC issues expert opinions for licensing foreign
higher education institutions in Hungary or in procedures reviewing such operating licenses.

Other activities

Issuing opinions on applications for university professor positions

On request of a higher education institution, the HAC issues its opinion on applications for uni-
versity professorships in procedures to grant professorial positions.

In developing its expert opinion on university professorial positions, the HAC examines on the
basis of the application whether the applicant complies with the conditions for such positions
set down in the Higher Education Act Section 28 (5) and assesses the applicant’s teaching
and scientific or artistic qualifications and achievements.

On request of the Minister o conduct an appeals procedure, the HAC Appeals Board issues
an expert opinion on the application.

Institutional accreditation

Following a timetable agreed on with the Educational Authority and in conjunction with the
review of operating licenses of higher education institutions, the HAC assesses and accredifs
the conditions for education, academic research and arfistic activity and the organizational

and operational arrangements at higher education institutions in five-year cycles, in accord-
ance with its assessment criteria based on the Standards and Guidelines for Quality Assurance
in the European Higher Education Area (ESG), and with special regard to the content of the
institution’s quality development scheme. It assesses whether the scheme is in compliance
with the ESG, its organizational background, how it is executed and its outcomes evaluated,
and how the outcome requirements are monitored.
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Programme accreditation

Following a set timetable, which the HAC coor-
dinates with the Educational Authority the HAC
conducts programme accreditation by con-
ducting the analysis, evaluation and accredi-
tation of bachelor and master programmes in
groups of study fields and branches? based on
its evaluation standards and criteria, and fo-
cusing on the outcome requirements.

In conducting the accreditation of doctoral schools, the HAC evaluates the core staff and
facilities at doctoral schools as well as the education and research or artistic activity at the
doctoral schools. Based on the results, it accred-

Monitoring/follow-up procedures

Based on its evaluation standards and criteria,
the HAC conducts follow-up procedures to mon-
itor the development of education, scientific re-
search or artistic activity at higher education in-
stitutions and monitors in how far they accom-
plish the measures set down in their quality devel-
opment programme and the observations and
recommendations for quality enhancement af-

Issuing opinions on draft laws
If requested, the HAC issues its opinion on draft legislation.

Initiating reviews of legal compliance

If there are substantial reasons to initiate a review with the Educational Authority, the HAC will
initiate such a review. If there are substantial reasons to initiate a review of sound legality, the
HAC will initiate such a review by the Minister.

HAC ORGANISATION

Based on the new National Higher Education Act, from 1 March 2012 on the HAC had 18 full
members; with an amendment in effect from 24 July 2014 two additional members from the
National Union of Students and the Hungarian Chamber of Commerce and Industry were
added. The president is nominated from among the 20 members by the minister in agreement
with the president of the Hungarian Academy of Sciences. The president and members re-
ceive their letters of appointment from the prime minister. The law stipulates a Financial Super-
visory Board, and since its inception the HAC has had an International Advisory Board and,
since 2001, a Hungarian Advisory Board.

2 The branches of study within individual study fields are set down in Government Decree 289/2005. (XIl. 22.)
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Members are appointed for a six-year term with the exception of the two student representa-
tives, who are appointed for two years. The terms are renewable once. Members receive a
monthly fee. § 71 of the Higher Education Act states that:

(1) The HAC shall be comprised of 20 mem-
bers. The Minister shall delegate 9 mem-
bers, the Hungarian Academy of Sciences
2 members, the Hungarian Academy of
Arts 1 member, the Hungarian Rectors’
Conference 3 members, denominational
legal entities maintaining higher educa-
fion institutions 2 members, the Hungarian
Chamber of Commerce and Industry 1
member, the National Union of Students 1
member, and the Association of Hungar-
ian Doctoral Students 1 member.

all members shall hold scientific qualifica-
fion. During delegation process, the dele-
gating entities shall coordinate with each
other in order to ensure the proportionate
representation of the broad fields of sci-
ence. Members of the Higher Education
Planning Board, rectors, and government
officials may not be members of the HAC.

(2) From the members of the Committee,
the Minister and the president of the Hun-
garian Academy of Sciences proposes the
president of the HAC. The President shall
be appointed by the Prime Minister.

The Secretariat has a staff of 17, five of whom work part-time. They include the Secretary Gen-
eral, his deputy, and a Financial Director, nine programme officers, four administrative staff
and an IT technician. The programme officers are assigned to expert committees whose work
they prepare and guide from inception to completion of evaluation reports and proposals for
HAC decisions. In addition they are responsible for several institutions, prepare and participate
in site-visits and assist in writing the evaluation report.

In addition to the membership, the HAC permanently invited representatives of the Ministry,
the Educational Authority, the Hungarian Rectors’ Conference, the Hungarian Doctoral Coun-
cil, and the Higher Education Planning Board to participate in the public part of the plenary
meetings without voting rights.

Statutory Commitiees
Board of Financial Supervisors

The HAC has a Board of Financial Supervisors, as is legally mandated for public benefit organ-
izations. Their task is to oversee the HAC's financial operation.

It has three members appointed by the Minister, with one member recommended by the Rec-
tors’ Conference and a second by the Academy of Sciences. Their mandates are for six years
and are once renewable. They receive a legally set semi-annual fee and are ex officio invited
to participate in the public part of the HAC plenary meetings.

Board of Appeals

The Higher Education Act stipulates an Appeals Board for the HAC. It has three members who
are delegated by the Minister. Their mandates are also for six years, once renewable, and they
receive monthly fees equal to those of the HAC members.

The Board of Appeals operates independently of the HAC and its members and may partici-
pate in the public part of the HAC plenary meetings. Their task is o review cases in which the
HAC is requested to issue a second opinion, based on the same standards and criteria that
the HAC uses.
